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EDITORDEN

Adli Tip Biilteni bir yillik yayin dénemini daha bitiri-
yor bu sayisiyla. Yeni bir yiizyihin esiginde oldugumuzu
ik sayimizda ifade etmis ve bu yeni yiizyilda uzmanhk
alanimizin da degisiminin, gelistminin olanaklarinin var
oldugunu, gen¢ meslektaglanimizin niteligi ve igerigi ile
olugturacagimiz daha zengin bir bilim ortaminda ¢aligma-
lar yiiriitebilmesini saglamanin hepimizin temel sorumlu-
lugu oldugunu vurgulamustik.

Uzmanlik egitim siiresi ve igeriginin, adli tip uzman
kavramimn, gérev taniminin zaman yitirmeden olugtu-
rulmas: gerekmektedir. Degisik tilkelerde farkh yaklagim-
larla yiiriitiilen egitim modellerinin, bir bilim dalinin alt
birimi olarak tanimlanmanin, hukukun yardimcis: olarak
algilanmanin bizleri meslegimize yabancilagurdigini, ken-
dimizi ifade etmemizi giiglestirdigini biliyoruz.

Kurumsal iligkilerin olusumunda bu tanimlarin her bi-
rinin olumsuz sonuglarini dogrudan yagamak zorunda ka-
liyoruz. Bilimsel bir disiplin olabilmek igin, bagimsiz aras-
urmalar ve bagimsiz diisiincelerle zenginlestirilmis bir
merak ortamina ihtiyag vardir. Hukuka yardimer olma
gorevi bigilmis bilimsel disiplin, ancak hukukun merak et-
il konular: aragurmak ile siirlandirilmis demektir. Si-
nirlandirilmug bir arastirma siireci bilimsel olma &zelligini
de yitirmek anlamuin: tagir.

Adli tip uzmanlar bilmelidir ki, Adli Tip Biilteni tam
da bagimsiz aragtirma ortaminin olugturulmasiun bir ara-
adir. Bizim bagimsiz arasurmalarimizdan hukuk yararla-
nabilir. Bagka pek ¢ok disiplin de yararlanabilir. Birlikte
daha zengin bir iiretkenlik de saglayabiliriz. Bilimin sinur-
lart olmaz, sinirlar bilimin ilerlemesinin dniinde ancak en-
gel olabilir. Uretimimizi paylagmak ise bilimsel ortamin
gelismesini, zenginlesmesini saglar. Ortak galigmalarimi-
zin bizi zenginlegtirecegi ortamlar yaratmak ellerimizde-
dir. Yeter ki gérev tanimimizi yaparken bagka alanlardan
hareket etme yanligin1 yapmayalim.

The forensic medicine specialists should know that
the Bulletin is a medium for establishing an independent
research climate. The law, as well as other scientific dis-
ciplines, will benefit from independent researches. We
might enrich the productivity. Science, thanks to its na-
ture, cannot go forward in the presence of any kind of
restrictions. Sharing our works will help in building a
scientific milieu and it is in our reach to succeed this.
Only if we let our reasoning free and do not describe our
field within the limits of referrals...
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
